I am writing on behalf of Cramlington Rockets. I am contacting to you today to enquire about any potential sponsorship you would be able to offer our club. We are an amateur rugby league club based out of Cramlington Learning Village offering rugby league to children from the age of seven all the way to full adult rugby.
Previously known as Killingworth Rockets we completed a highly ambitious move to Cramlington Sports Club in 2009 to fully utilise the potential within the club to grow. In those last two years we have been a huge success. We now have over 100 registered juniors, compared to just 30 when we made the move. Last year within our U14 boys team we have the largest number of players registered in the country for this age group and we have just established Northumberland’s first ever girls U16 and U12 rugby league side.  We are hoping to add to these teams in the near future, with the creation of a masters (over 35’s) side one we are looking into.
Additionally, our chairman won the RFL national In League Together award in 2010 for his work in developing rugby league within the area and we even had a two page feature in Rugby League World, Europe’s biggest selling rugby league magazine.  Our coaches operate to a high standard and one of them has recently taken the position of Scholarship Team Head Coach at one of the country’s top sides, Huddersfield Giants, on the back of the coaching work he was doing within our club.
We have an excellent relationship with RFL North East, our governing body, who are keen to promote rugby league in Cramlington and the wider Northumberland area. We have the unique distinction of being the Northern-most recognised rugby league club in England and are proud to be considered a beacon for the sport.

As a club we intend to be the main feeder team to the North East’s only professional side, Gateshead Thunder, in years to come as we aim to produce players capable of competing at a professional level.

We feel that sponsorship of the club would be an excellent opportunity for both parties to increase awareness and support local rugby amateur sport. We offer a committed and successful set-up with a strong ethos of respect and aiming for excellence. Our current sponsors are Robson Laidler and Go North East, which hopefully gives an indication of the high quality North East companies we wish to be involved with, like yourselves.

Club History
Founded in 2000 as the Killingworth Rockets ARLFC by Steve Beaty, his vision was to create a Rugby League team that offered a safe friendly and enjoyable environment to the Killingworth children and his two sons, Steven and Matthew, and help keep them off the streets. 
Within its first year the club won the Calcutta Cup, a knock out competition between the best teams from Scotland and North East England, which resulted in an appearance for the Rockets on Sky Sports 1 Weekly Rugby League show. Over the following years the club went on to win several more competitions and be very successful. But in 2003, with the original U14 team reaching adulthood, endeavours to establish the new U12’s and U11’s teams failed, and the club battled for existence.
The club was revitalised by original U14 Rockets Steven Beaty, fresh from playing semi-professional, and brother Matthew Beaty took over the running of the team. More success was to follow and the club was back on strong footing.
In 2006 a 10 year plan for sustainability was developed to ensure the Rockets never saw the failings of 2003 again. The blue print for success reaped rewards instantly, leading to never seen before back to back North East League Championships. With the original age groups now also approaching adulthood, the Rockets have expanded to include teams all the way down to U8s permanently relocated and re-launched as the Cramlington Rockets to ensure it kept developing and provide a foundation for the clubs future.

Now five years on and the club very much on track, the intention is to bring in a new age group at the lowest age bracket to ensure there is a constant flow of opportunities for all ages within Cramlington and the wider Northumberland area.

· The Rockets currently train on average 100 children over 7 teams from U8 to U16 level.
· The club has over 10 volunteers with diverse and complementary backgrounds, which include RFL qualified coaches, RFL accredited referees, a RFL Touchline Manager, catering staff, a treasurer, a child welfare officer and a club photographer.
· The club trains at the Sporting Club based at Cramlington Learning Village
The Rockets Mission Statement

The Rockets offer a set up geared towards success, both on and off the field. Having being founded by Steve Beaty for his children, all original family members are still actively involved in the club and complemented by an enthusiastic band of volunteers from all walks of life. This means the dedication and enthusiasm is as strong as in their first days. 

There is a huge ambition within the club to consistently be the best Rugby League club in the North East. 

The long term aim is to have a team at every age group from U8 and have an adults Rockets team, and crucially each of these teams to be the best in their age group with the ultimate aim being to produce players that excel in this system and potentially go on to further representative honours in the professional arena. We are already ahead of our 10-year plan in terms of our team development and so are looking to also develop girls rugby, touch rugby and masters rugby within the area.
Our close links to the RFL means we are time and again operating at the cutting edge of what is considered the newest developments in Rugby League. New coaches are fully funded by the club in their coaching qualifications, and will be for all further qualifications. 

All future volunteers will follow this plan and we are working with the RFL to increase the number of volunteers to accommodate the increase in player numbers we are working towards.

We have a strong code of conduct, linking to the RFL’s RESPECT and Anti-Bullying campaigns. We look to instil qualities in the children that will benefit them throughout life. We teach that an honest effort and playing to the best of their abilities is just as important as a victory. Self-confidence, teamwork, leadership and having a healthy lifestyle are just some of the qualities we encourage, but most of all, we want them to have FUN!
Our Vision for the Future

As a club we wish to operate as a self-sustainable organisation and be seen to be as close to a professional outfit as possible. We want to have the best facilities and equipment available for the club to reflect our ambition to be the best team in the North East. The move to Cramlington Sporting club was the first stage of this, and finding sponsors with our same high standards is the next.
The Cramlington Sporting Club offers the best facilities available for clubs to use as a base for development with full time groundstaff, several top class pitches, floodlit astroturf areas, indoor courts, gym, fitness centre, function room and more.
 We want the players to be rounded people too, with academic intelligence playing an important role alongside sporting intelligence. The centre also offers classrooms, which we intend to use for teaching sessions. Most of all we want them to be good role models for Rugby League. 

There is a clear pathway for our players with Gateshead Thunder our local team and also through our strong links with Super League side Huddersfield Giants. We expect to see Rockets players involved in the Thunder academy squad in the next few years. 
Off the field we want to produce coaches capable of coaching to a county level for all age groups, meaning exemplary lines of communication with the sport’s governing body, benefiting the club throughout. The success of Steven Beaty, currently plying his trade as a professional coach, is a credit to the development work the club puts in.
What we need
To ensure the club is a success in both the short and long term we need support in attaining the following:
· Funding for match-day and training facilities

· Full strips for each team, Training and match day balls

· Training equipment in terms of kit, cones, agility kits, tackle shields

· Funding for mid-week classroom and fitness sessions

· Assistance for the coaches to get further qualifications

· Off-field team wear and equipment and reward days out for the players
· And many more complementary items like water bottles, flags, bibs etc
